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Bundling Pharmacy into Medicaid Managed Care

E ective October 1, 2011, members enrolled in Amida Care’s Medicaid Managed Care HIV Special Needs Plan
will receive pharmacy bene ts through Amida Care and no longer through the Medicaid Fee-for-Service
program. Members will be issued new identi cation cards prior to October 1, 2011 and will be instructed to
present their new card at the pharmacy, rather than their Medicaid card.

Amida Care has decided that our Plan will use the current Medicaid Fee-for-Service formulary of reimbursable
drugs with the inclusion of nutritional supplements and enteral products. As a result, there should be abso-
lutely no disruption in the prescription drugs and over-the-counter drugs that our members are currently
taking. In addition, the network pharmacy list will include all of the pharmacies that our members currently
use. Amida Care has also decided to eliminate the $1.00 co-payment on generic and preferred brand drugs,
the $.50 co-payment on Over-the Counter (OTC) drugs and the $1.00 co-payment on Medical Supplies. The
$3.00 co-payment for non-preferred drugs will remain unchanged.

Express Scripts has been selected as our Pharmacy Bene t Manager (PBM) and will administer the enrollment
and credentialing of the network providers. Amida Care will also be responsible for oversight of the PBM and
our network pharmacies.

Over the next several weeks you will begin receiving communications in preparation for the transition of this
bene t which will include abbreviated formularies and procedures to ensure that our members have access
to medications they need.
