
There are two options to vote in person: voting early and voting 
on Election Day.

Vote Early
This option allows you to vote in person at an early voting center 
in the county where you live from Saturday, October 24 to 
Sunday, November 1. This is a good way to avoid crowds.

Vote on Election Day
Polls open at 6 am and close at 9 pm on Tuesday, November 3.

Remember to wear a mask and observe social distancing.

Oct. 24 to Nov. 1, 2020    Vote in person at your local early voting  
          center during this period.

November 3, 2020        Election Day (6 am to 9 pm)
